Introduction

The Watching football is not a crime! initiative is part of the FSF’s ongoing Fair Cop campaign – our drive to monitor the police in their dealings with football supporters and work with them to ensure that all fans are treated fairly, within the law and in exactly the same way as other social groups.

The FSF is strongly opposed to the use of Section 27 legislation on innocent football fans – we believe it to be a draconian police tactic which infringes basic civil rights.

The purpose of this questionnaire

There are three main aims of the campaign:

1. Prevention – to stop the use of Section 27 as a strategy for policing football supporters

2. Education – to inform supporters that this is happening, where we have seen previous instances and what to do if they are the victim of Section 27 legislation, both during and after the incident

3. Prosecution/compensation – to establish whether or not use of Section 27 legislation by police on football supporters in this way is lawful, and if not, to take appropriate legal action to compensate as many of the victims of this tactic as possible.

To achieve each of these aims, we need to build up as detailed a picture as possible about incidents in which Section 27 has been served on football fans. We have therefore designed the following questionnaire in order to ensure that the information we have from eye-witnesses is accurate, standardised and complete. 

This is particularly important in pursuit of aim three above – in the event of us taking legal action on behalf of supporters, we must be sure that we are in position of a true and accurate account of the facts exactly as they happened.

What we will and will not do with this information

The Football Supporters’ Federation is a voluntary organisation run by football supporters, as such:

1. We will never pass on your details to the police 

2. If we think your case is strong we may pass on your details to our legal advisors. If you do not want your case shared with our legal team please make this clear in your eye-witness account
3. We might quote your words anonymously. If we were to highlight your case in the media we will only identify you with your express permission
