A message from our hosts
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Leicester's Ian Walker was in
contention,but his disastrous
showing in the 5-0 home thrashing
by Aston Villa has surely ended his
hopes.

Everton veteran Nigel Martyn has
done enough this term to earn a
recall after a two-year absence and
take the third goalkeeping spot.

With suspension and injury
threatening Ferdinand and Gary
Neville, the back four debate has
been opened up again.

Chelsea's Glenn Johnson,
Manchester United's Phil Neville and
Bayern Munich's Owen Hargreaves
will all be contenders for right back
if the other Neville is ruled out.

And Phil Neville and Hargreaves
have the added advantage that they
can also operate in midfield.

Sol Campbell,John Terry and
Jonathan Woodgate look the three
leading contenders for the centre
back slots with Matthew Upson and
Wes Brown fighting it out for the
other spare place.

Although I would rather see
Middlesbrough's vastly-experienced
Gareth Southgate in the squad.

Ashley Cole and Wayne Bridge have
the left back slot sewn up between
them,but Johnson could be used
there in an emergency.

The biggest bun fight will be in
midfield where David Beckham,
Steven Gerrard,Paul Scholes and
Nicky Butt are Eriksson's first-choice
quartet.

But the sensational scoring form and
general maturity of Chelsea's Frank
Lampard must have pushed him into
the reckoning along with his new
club colleague Scott Parker.

And Joe Cole and Kieron Dyer should
also make the 23 with Newcastle
youngster Jermaine Jenas probably
missing out.

England may have plenty of midfield
men but a lack of genuine width
remains one of the biggest
problems.

Beckham,without being a natural
winger, solves the problem on the
right.

And,although Dyer is the nearest
thing England have to a natural
winger, he has already shown his
weaknesses when asked to play
wide on the left.

For that reason I believe Eriksson

must give Thompson a chance to
show what he can do in a position
that has been England's Achilles
Heel for years.

This would be my 23 assuming that
Ferdinand and Gary Neville are
unavailable:

Goal:James, Robinson,Martyn.

Defence:P.Neville, Hargeaves,
Campbell,Woodgate,Terry
Southgate,A.Cole, Bridge.

Midfield:Beckham,Gerrard,Scholes,
Butt,Dyer, Lampard,J. Cole,
Thompson.

Strikers:Owen,Rooney, Heskey,
Sutton.

But I feel that Eriksson will probably
prefer Matthew Upson to Southgate,
Scott Parker to Thompson and James
Beattie or Alan Smith to Sutton.

SVEN Goran Eriksson looks like
being blessed with an
embarrassment of riches for the

Faro friendly with Portugal.

The Swede could have no fewer than
ten players who had to miss out on
the 3-2 defeat by Denmark in
November available for the trip to
the Algarve. But he still has
problems to solve in both defence
and attack.

Eriksson now has a glut of midfield
players to choose from and those
numbers could increase significantly
if he decides to test aspiring
hopefuls such as Manchester City
schemer Shaun Wright-Phillips or
Celtic winger Alan Thompson.

England may be overloaded with
midfield talent,but there is a
worrying shortage of strength in
depth in the striking positions and if
Manchester United duo Rio
Ferdinand and Gary Neville don't go
to Portugal,he could have problems
to solve in defence.

Wright-Phillips was an absolute
revelation in Manchester City's
sensational FA Cup win at Spurs and
the watching Eriksson must have
been impressed.

The only problem for Wright-Phillips
is that England have an abundance
of contenders in the midfield zone.

Liverpool's Michael Owen looks a
certain starter in the European
Championships, but who will partner
him up front is still open to debate.

But there is a worrying lack of goals
from most of out top strikers. Since
the start of 2004 the goals record of
Owen and his striking rivals has
been poor.

Past history shows that Eriksson will
probably favour Owen's Anfield
striking mate Emile Heskey, but his
scoring record remains mediocre for
an international striker.

But Eriksson believes that the hard-
working and honest Heskey is right
for the balance of the side.

The retired Alan Shearer is easily the
highest scoring Englishman in the
Premiership scoring charts, while
young pretenders such as Wayne
Rooney,Alan Smith and Darius
Vassell have all disappointed with
poor goal returns.

And,while Owen and
Southampton's James Beattie have
scoring records that are nothing to
write home about this term,they are
the most prolific pair now that
Shearer has retired from the
international scene.

The Englishman with most goals this
season is actually Celtic's utility man
Chris Sutton,who is involved in a
shoot-out with colleague Henrik
Larsson for Scotland's Golden Boot.

Sutton is enjoying his best season
since the 1994-95 Premiership
triumph with Blackburn Rovers and I
think he is worth a call-up.

England number two Tord Grip
watched Sutton and Thompson in
action recently and I think both
players could provide Eriksson with a
major bonus in the build-up to the
European Championships.

Thompson had a wonderful game
when Grip watched him in the 3-0
demolition of Rangers and the
Geordie scored from a sensational
long-range free-kick.

Critics may argue that the Celtic pair

are playing in an inferior league but
both Sutton and Thompson have
done it for Celtic in the Champions
League this season and in last term's
march to the UEFA Cup Final.

Thompson has a better left foot than
anyone in the present England set-
up and Sutton,who I believe would
be an ideal foil for Owen,has the
advantage that he can also play at
centre half and in a midfield role
behind the main strikers.

Sutton's versatility would certainly
bring a dimension to the England
squad that no other striker could
add.

But time could be against the Celtic
pair because at the moment it is
more a question of who to leave out
for Eriksson rather than who to bring
in.

David James, barring any calamities,
will start the tournament as
England's number one keeper and
Leeds Paul Robinson,despite a
moderate season,looks like being
his deputy.

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WELCOME TO THE ALGARVE
Portugal v England,Wednesday, 18th February 2004

ItÕs another new stadium to add
to the collection for seasoned
travellers, and new not just in the

sense that England have never
played here before.As will become
clear on arrival at the ground,itÕs a
brand new stadium,specially built
for the Euro 2004 finals Ð so new in
fact that thereÕs still some work to
be done on the infrastructure
around the ground before the finals
begin.YouÕll also see it referred to
as the Faro-LoulŽ stadium;its
construction was a joint venture
between the two towns of Faro and
LoulŽ,and the stadium sits beside
the motorway in the middle of
nowhere on the border between
these two municipalities.

Our game is one of the ten of
varying levels that need to be
played in each of the new stadia
before they can be used in the
finals, and itÕs by some distance the
biggest event to be held here thus
far.The stadium holds 30,000:
10,000 in each of the covered side
stands, and 5,000 in the open
stands behind each goal.For this
game, the official englandfans
allocation is in the uncovered South
stand Ð and while PortugalÕs
weather is bit better than ours, it
does rain here in February, so youÕve
been warned.

Enjoy your seats in the South stand
while you can,as they wonÕt be
there for long.The two stands
behind each of the goals are not
concrete constructions like the two
main stands, but are basically built
on scaffolding.After the scheduled
three games of Euro 2004 have
been played here, the south stand is

to be dismantled and turned into a
stage as the stadium becomes a
multi-purpose sports and concert
venue.

There is no alcohol for sale at or
near the stadium.

Getting to the ground
The stadium is out of town,and is
not yet served by public service
buses or trains. For this game
though,Faro council,bless them,
have laid on shuttle buses from Faro
town centre to the stadium between
6pm and 8pm.These will depart
from the large car park at Largo de
Sao Francisco near Faro old town,
and will return after the match.The
other option is to take a taxi:the
fare from Faro city centre to the
stadium should be between Û15
and Û20.

If youÕre travelling to the ground
from other towns, such as
Vilamoura or Albufeira,then taxis
are realistically the only option,but
even from Albufeira should cost no
more than Û30.WeÕre assured there

should be no shortage of taxis
around the ground after the game.

Tickets
If youÕve made the journey without
a ticket,you should be aware that
under Portuguese law both the sale
and purchase of tickets on the black
market is a criminal offence. Having
said that,the word weÕve received
from Portuguese police officials is
that during Euro 2004,buyers of
individual tickets are unlikely to be
prosecuted,and the same is likely to
apply for this friendly. In addition to
the official FA allocation of tickets
for this game, the Algarve Football
Association reserved 2,000 tickets
for sale to British expats living
locally.

WELCOME TO THE ALGARVE

There are a lot worse places to
come for a football match than the
Algarve, even in February. More
visitor-orientated than Tirana,better
weather than Manchester and,
weÕre promised,with friendlier
police than Bratislava.

This summer, tens of thousands of
England fans are likely to make the
Algarve their base for Euro 2004,
travelling to Lisbon and Coimbra for
the games and enjoying the resorts
and all their facilities in between.
For comprehensive information
about travel between the Algarve
and the other cities on matchdays Ð
and indeed for all your other Euro
2004 information needs Ð make

yourself familiar with the newly-
revamped FansÕ Embassy website at

www.footballsupportersinternational.com.

For this game though,the numbers
are a bit smaller, and the majority of
us will most likely find ourselves
based in or around one of three
main centres Ð Faro, where the
airport is;Vilamoura with its marina;
and Albufeira,the best known resort
with its 900 bars.

The local tourist board are making a
special effort to make England fans
feel welcome Ð obviously partly in
the hope that theyÕll convince us to
stay here over the summer Ð and
have even set up a system where

local people identify themselves as
willing to help with directions,
information etc.So look out for the
ÒAsk me, IÕm LocalÓbadges if you
need help.As the tourist board love
to remind us,
there are a
quarter of a
million
tourists from
the UK to the
Algarve every
year as a
matter of
course, so
theyÕre used
to us in all our
glory.

Within the Algarve itself, the main
east-west motorway is quick and
usually fairly light on traffic,and
links of course to the A2
motorway to Lisbon and the
north.The drive to Lisbon should
take 2 to 3 hours depending on
traffic,which makes it quite
competitive in journey time with
the trains.A word of warning
about Portuguese traffic:the road
safety record is atrocious, the

driving infamously bad,and the
regulations frequently ignored.
The one exception to this seems
to be the drink-driving laws which
are rigorously enforced and
heavily penalised.

The local bus service is good,and
for this game there are shuttle
buses being provided from the
airport into Faro city centre.Apart
from that,for the purposes of this

trip the best bet for England
fans getting around is probably
the taxis.A taxi from the airport
into Faro should be less than Û8;
even Faro to Albufeira should only
be around Û30. A 20%
surcharge is incurred on fares
between 9pm and 6am;best bet
is to agree the fare before
departure, and carry something
with the exact address written out
to avoid confusion.Best spot for
finding taxis in Faro is around the
Jardim Manuel Bivar by the
harbour.

When England take the field against
Portugal for the friendly on
Wednesday, 18th February 2004,
there will be just 115 days to go
before the Euro 2004 finals begin in
earnest.Great! 

Unless of course youÕve got loads of
things to get ready and organise
before it all starts, in which case
you may well wish there were
another nine months to go Ð just
like Rio Ferdinand probably does.

But
if it all comes off Ð and thereÕs a lot
still to settle, with sponsors to be
found and arrangements to be
made Ð then it should offer an
unprecedented degree of support
and assistance to out travelling
fans.

Drinking
Well,the good news is thereÕs certainly no shortages of places to get a
drink round here, especially for those staying in the resort of Albufeira
(have we mentioned that itÕs supposed to have 900 bars?).

Portuguese law leaves licensing regulations to local mayors, which in the
Algarve means there is precious little restriction on opening hours;the
phrase weÕve heard most on this issue is that if you can still order,
theyÕll still serve. Drinking in the street is not illegal.So legally itÕs pretty
much drink as you please, though commonsense rules still apply, in that
while drinking may be legal,drunkenness isnÕt necessarily viewed the
same way.ThereÕs no alcohol in or around the ground,and people under
the influence can be denied entry into the stadium.

Portuguese legal policy regarding drugs underwent a major overhaul
about four years ago, with the result that penalties for possession for
personal use were made more lenient as they began to treat drug abuse
as more of a public health issue than as a criminal matter.

Policing
There are at least four police
forces in Portugal that weÕve been
able to identify;the immigration
police, who deal with ports,
airports and points of entry;the
Criminal Investigation Police
(presumably like our CID);The
Public Safety Police (PSP) who
operate in the major cities and
wear blue uniforms;and the
Republican National Guard (GNR),
the more military national police
in the green uniforms.The GNR
will have responsibility for the
policing of our match this in the
Algarve.
Thus far, all of the Portuguese
police forces are making the right
noises about how they want to
receive England fans Ð by
welcoming us as guests, helping
us feel safe and starting from the
assumption that weÕre all just here
for a good time. TheyÕve spent a
lot of time studying the policing of
Euro 2000,and decided they
prefer the Dutch style policing to
the Belgian style, which is
probably just as well really.
Football policing apart,Portugal
has the lowest crime rate in
Western Europe.
The emergency number is 112.

Spending money
In an area like the Algarve, the usual information about where to find
places to eat and drink seems superfluous, given that you canÕt move for
restaurants and bars.

It may be useful to know though that normal shop opening hours are
9.30am till 1pm,and then again from 3pm till 7pm.Banks are open
from 8.30am till 3pm.

For accommodation,the FansÕ Embassy has a list of local hotels and
apartments.The tourist office in Faro town centre is open between
9.30am and 5.30pm.



ONCE upon a time England
were capable of visiting
Portugal for a friendly

international and running up double
figures.
On a pleasant May day in 1947 the
two nations met for the first time in
Lisbon's National Stadium and an
expectant crowd of 62,000 turned
up to see England field the
legendary wingers Stanley Matthews
and Tom Finney in the same side for
the first time.
But the Portuguese fans had no idea
they were going to see their side
slaughtered in a rout of
embarrassing proportions.
Geordie Stan Mortensen and Tommy
Lawton both scored in the first two
minutes as England silenced the
Lisbon fans.
And by half-time a vastly-superior
England led 5-0 as Matthews and
Finney ripped the home side apart.
Lawton notched the third and fifth
goals with a fine Finney effort
sandwiched in between.
The second half was just as one-
sided with Lawton grabbing his
fourth and England's sixth.
And then Blackpool centre forward
Mortensen went on to claim three
consecutive goals to become the
second England player to score four.
It was Matthews who put the seal
on a famous triumph with number
10 and it was little surprise that the
red-faced Portuguese players stayed
away from the post-match banquet.
England added another 10 goals in
their next two wins over Portugal -
5-3 in Lisbon in 1950 and 5-2 at
Everton the following year - but
since then the side from the Iberian

peninsula have generally managed
to hold their own.
Finney became the fourth
Englishman to notch four against
Portugal in that 5-3 success.
In the 1951 friendly win Bill
Nicholson,later Tottenham's Double-
winning manager, gave England the
lead just 30 seconds into his debut
before a 52,000 Goodison Park
crowd.
The first competitive matches were
qualifiers for the 1962 World Cup to
be held in Chile.After a 1-1 draw in
the away leg in Lisbon,England
triumphed 2-0 at Wembley five
months later with Ray Pointer and
John Connelly on target.
The famous Wembley meeting in the
semi-finals of the 1966 World Cup
was thought to be the best match,
certainly the most sporting,of the
whole competition.
Manchester United's Bobby Charlton
scored with two explosive efforts
from the edge of the box and the
great Eusebio converted a penalty
near the end.

Both the European Championship
qualifiers against the Portuguese in
1974-75 were drab 0-0 draws and
we failed to make it to the finals in
Yugoslavia.
We lost to a late goal in the opening
fixture of the 1986 World Cup in
Mexico and went down 2-3 in the
first match of Euro 2000 in
Eindhoven after being 2-0 up in 18
minutes.
The most recent meeting between
the two sides was the Villa Park
friendly in September 2002.Alan
Smith of Leeds United scored his
first England goal in a 1-1 draw.
So recent history shows that
England can't afford to be over-
confident when we take on the
EURO 2004 hosts in the new
30,000-capacity Algarve Stadium.
The 20th international between the
two countries could well feature a
midfield clash between Real Madrid
team-mates David Beckham and Luis
Figo, indisputably two of the world's
finest players.
But Sven Goran Eriksson will be well
aware of the dangers Portugal will
pose on their own patch,particularly
with home expectations running so
high.
Sven managed Benfica to three
Portuguese titles and is a keen
student of football in the Iberian
peninsula.
The Swede will balance his plan to
test out some of his fringe players
against the psychological boost of
getting a good result against a side
that will be one of the favourites for
the forthcoming Championship.
The talented Portuguese have
frequently disappointed when it has
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come to the big tournaments, but
this time with home advantage they
are expected at least to match the
last-four place they achieved in
England in 1966.
Everton striker Wayne Rooney is one
of the England players hoping to use
the friendly as a stepping stone to
this summer's European
Championship.
The 18-year-old star, who has three
goals in nine caps for his country, is
hoping to clinch his place in
Eriksson's squad.
"I can't wait for the tournament,"
said Rooney. "I have to use the
friendlies to force home my case for
inclusion.
"It would be the biggest competition
I've played in,so hopefully I'll be in
the squad and score a few goals and
help us win.
"Hopefully we can go and win the
Euros. If not,we just have to do as
well as we can - that's all you can
do.
"On a personal level I just want to
work hard and try to stay in the
team."
Rooney burst on to the scene with a
sensational Premiership strike
against Arsenal in October 2002 and
made his England debut against

Australia four months later.
That appearance, at 17 years 111
days, made him the youngest
England international of all time and
in September of last year a goal in
Skopje against Macedonia made him
the youngest ever England
goalscorer at 17 years 317 days.
But the Everton youngster isn't
taking anything for granted with
strikers of the calibre of first choice
Michael Owen,Emile Heskey,Alan
Smith,James Beattie and  Darius
Vassell all staking strong claims.
A goal in the Algarve would be
another notch on Rooney's
impressive CV and almost certainly

secure his place in Sven's squad.
But surely it would be too much to
expect him to follow in the footsteps
of Lawton,Mortensen and Finney
and score four against Portugal?

Istanbul appeal
success

We are pleased to report that the members of
englandfans suspended for travelling to Istanbul at
the time of the England game have been successful
in their appeal and have been reinstated into
membership.

About two weeks after the Turkey-England game in
Istanbul,members of the FAÕs ticketing structure
englandfans who were among the 46 turned back
from Istanbul airport received letters informing them
that they had been suspended from membership for
a period of 3 years.This would of course have meant
that they would have lost their entitlement to tickets
for the finals in Portugal next summer, and for all
2006 World Cup games.

Their ÔoffenceÔ was to have Òbrought englandfans
into disreputeÓby Òintending to attempt to attendÓ
the match.No evidence was brought to substantiate
anyoneÕs intentions other than that they had arrived
at Istanbul airport in the period immediately before
the match.None of those suspended had committed
any criminal offence. Furthermore, no notice had
been given before the game that merely travelling to
Turkey would constitute a breach of englandfansÕ
rules.

FSF members affected by the suspension contacted
us for assistance in organising an appeal against the
decision,and we subsequently pulled together a
group appeal on behalf of a number of those
affected.Representation was also made by the FSF
to the FA about the procedures they had adopted in
processing the suspensions, which appeared to be at
variance with their own rules.

The FAÕs Independent Appeal Body received the
written appeals, and decided to reinstate all those
affected,restoring in the process their full ticket
entitlement for Euro 2004 and the 2006 World Cup.

Next edition of Free Lions will be number 30,and will
appear on the streets of Gothenburg on or around the
31st March for the away friendly against Sweden,
distributed as part of the FSFÕs FansÕ Embassy service.
Free Lions is your fanzine;weÕre keen to reflect the
interests and activities of EnglandÕs fans, so if thereÕs
anything you want us to include in the next issue, let us
know.
